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Let’s finish our review of the SMART rules for being
online. T is for Tell. Your child will have so many
fantastic and enjoyable experiences using the
internet. However, every now and then they will
see or hear something that makes them feel
uncomfortable or worried. It could be rude
language, inappropriate pictures of bullying. They
may be afraid of telling someone about it, as they
may fear that they will no longer be allowed to use
the internet. So it is important that they feel
confident to tell you, or a trusted adult, what has
happened and let you deal with the matter. Talk to
your child regularly about what they are doing
online and agree what to do when these
unpleasant events do (occasionally) happen.

If there are any areas of e-Safety you want to know
more about, please feel free to discuss it with Mr
Braune, your child’s teacher or one of the school’s
leaders.
