Information for ParentiCarers

This letter is to inform vou that |lackney Council will be enforcing the Schoal Kewep
Clear markings outside your school through the use of CCTY cameras, The cameras
will be fixed an a pole eutside your school and will record any contraventions that take
place. Penalty Charge Motices (PCHN) will then be issusd to motadsts that do naot
confonm to the nules resticting them from waiting, stopping or parking evan to pick up
or droo off children to schaol on vellow zig zag line. Pleasa he advised that illegally
parkad vahicles may be issued g penalty charge nofice without it being attached to the
wehicle, These penalty charge notices will be sent out through the post.

Thee inain reasons for camying out this scheme is 1o ensure that the areas outside
schools are kept clear for child ren and parents so that thoy are seen by passing traffic,
and for them, 1o have a clear crossing area outsice schoal, so Lhal they do not emerga
hehieen parked cars when crossing the road. We wish lo encourage parentsicarers
and childron o usc sustainable forms of transport. However we are always being told
by survays, thal ane of the reasons for nol walking (= that It 15 50 dangerous outsids
the schoal gate and that they cannot crass salely when they get to schaol hecause of
all the cars.

In a bid to keep all child/children sale the imes of the School Keep Clear markings will
be enforced by COTY cameras. Therefore we would ask thal I you have to take your
child to school by car you congider parking a few streets away and walking with your
child to tho achool gate, A shorl wals every day will keep you and your shild healthier
aned fitter and give you the opporiunity b teach your childichlidren valushle road safety
skills.

95% of pupils live within 1 mile of the school, which is 8 20 minute walk for a
child.
